Your ballot is sent 
through the mail and can be returned 
through mail or drop box. 

What Happens 
After You Request 
an Absentee Ballot?  

Your ballot will arrive  
about 1 week after your 
request.  You can track it  
on MyVote.wi.gov.

If you have already 
completed an absentee 
request, your ballot will arrive 
shortly.  You can confirm at 
MyVote.wi.gov.
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Easy Options
to Request an Absentee Ballot:

What else is important to know?
Absentee voting is reliable.  Absentee ballots are easy to
return. Drop yours off at a secure dropbox, or send it through 
the mail.

You can “track” your absentee ballot at MyVote.wi.gov. 
You will know when it has been mailed, when you can expect 
it to be delivered, and when we have received it back.

Your ballot will be counted.

•Get help requesting your ballot or registering to vote at any

•Confirm you are registered to vote and request your

absentee ballot.  You can also register to vote or update
your voter registration if needed. 

•The address on your ID does not need to be current.

•You may need to provide a picture of your photo ID and
can use a smart phone to take a picture of it.
