The 
proceeds will be donated to WestCare of Wisconsin (non-profit) to assist with mental health programs, 
veterans services, educational services, emergency support and more. 
 
In addition to firearm collection, the event also seeks community support and involvement. Organizers are 
actively encouraging local businesses, civic groups, churches, and individuals to participate by:
