Public Safety and Health Committee to discuss City Hall complex incident

Pérez, who is sponsoring the file, believes this situation and how it was handled deserve a thorough and transparent discussion. “In the aftermath of the incident from last week, it is clear there are areas that must be improved upon for the safety and wellbeing of all our employees and visitors,” he said. “This communication file will give us a forum to discuss openly what happened, what the response was, where errors might have occurred, and how we can improve upon things to do better in the future. Given the nature of these incidents, we should expect nothing but the best in response and communication. People’s lives may depend on it.”
